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A Message from the Flemington Fire Department

For more than 180 years, the Flemington Fire Department has proudly served 
the Borough of Flemington and its residents. Established in 1842 as the Fame 
Fire Company, our department has grown alongside the community, adapting 
to new challenges while maintaining the same mission that guided our 
founding members: protecting life and property through dedicated service.

Today, the Flemington Fire Department remains 100% volunteer. Our 
members are your neighbors — business owners, tradesmen, o�ce 
professionals, parents, and students — who balance their careers and family 
responsibilities with the demanding commitment of emergency response. 
When the alarm sounds, our �re�ghters leave their homes, workplaces, and 
family tables to respond at any hour of the day or night.

Our primary responsibility is �re suppression, responding to structure �res, vehicle �res, and other �re-related 
emergencies. However, our role extends well beyond extinguishing �ames. We provide vehicle rescue and extrication 
services, respond to alarms and hazardous conditions, assist during severe weather events, and stand ready to support 
neighboring communities through mutual aid agreements. Every call is approached with professionalism, training, and 
a strong commitment to safety.

Training is a constant priority. Our members meet regularly for drills and continuing education to maintain state 
certi�cations and ensure operational readiness. From incident command and apparatus operations to rescue techniques 
and �reground safety, we prepare continuously so that we are ready when our community needs us most.

�e department operates and maintains a �eet of �re apparatus designed to meet the needs of our growing community, 
including 2 Seagrave Engines, an International “Squad”, and a Pierce 100’ Tower Ladder. �is, of course, is in addition 
to “ ‘Ol Betsy ”. An American LaFrance pumper originally purchased by the Borough in 1928 that remains fully 
operational to this day.

Beyond emergency response, we are committed to �re prevention and community outreach. Whether visiting local 
schools, participating in Fire Prevention Week activities, supporting community events, or sharing seasonal safety 
reminders, we believe that education and engagement are essential parts of our mission.

�e strength of our department comes from the support of our community. We are proud of our shared history, grateful 
for the continued encouragement of our residents, and always open to those who may wish to serve. If you have ever 
considered becoming a �re�ghter, we welcome you to learn more about joining our ranks at www.�emington�re.org.
