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Extending the Deadline for Dog and Cat Licensing 60 Days, 
During a Public Health Emergency Due to COVID-19 

 WHEREAS, Coronavirus disease 2019 (“COVID-19”) is a contagious, and at 
times fatal, respiratory disease caused by the SARS-CoV-2 virus; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to Executive Order No. 103, the Governor Phil Murphy 
declared that a Public Health Emergency and State of Emergency exist in the State of 
New Jersey; and 
 
 WHEREAS, on March 16, 2020, the Borough of Flemington (the “Borough”) 
declared that a local public health emergency and state of emergency exist in the 
Borough of Flemington, which continues; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Borough Hall is currently closed to the public during this public 
health emergency; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the payment and processing of animal license renewals may be 
affected by the current state of emergency; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Borough desires to extend the deadline for renewing animal 
licenses 60 days beyond the January 31, 2021 deadline, to April 1, 2021; and 
 
 WHEREAS, this does not change the requirement that dogs and cats of licensing 
age in the Borough have up-to-date rabies vaccinations;  
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council and Mayor of the 
Borough of Flemington, County of Hunterdon that the deadline for renewing dog and cat 
licenses in the Borough be extended 60 days, to April 1, 2021, during the COVID-19 
public health emergency.
