I. Mayor's Report

Mayor Driver noted that an executive session was held to interview a candidate
for the position of business administrator. No action was taken, or will be taken
tonight.

She invited OEM Coordinator Brian McNally to provide an update on the
Govemor's announcement today of plans fo drop mask requirements and social
distancing requirements.

Cpl. McNally said that on May 28, NJ will be lifting the indoor mask mandate
and social distancing guidelines for people who have been vaccinated. CDC
guidelines will siill apply for schools, health centers, and public fransportation,
On June 4, indoor gathering limits will be liffed, and thus the next Council
meeting could be held in person at Borough Hall. Cpl. McNally also discussed
some events that are planned for late summer and early fall.

Mayor Driver said the reopening committee will be meeting soon to discuss
mask guidelines and how to reopen in-person meetings. Cpl. McNally noted that
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retail businesses and certain public places can still require masks, even if the
state doesn't mandate them.

Mayor Driver said bids were opened last week for the upcoming garbage
contract; the Public Works committee will be meeting to go over them.

She received an updated timeline from Jack Cust regarding the project.
Demolition permits have been issued - 82 Main is coming down, asbestos
inspections are done. The state DCA has approved the redevelopment area
bond.

II. Council Members' Reports
Council President Giles-McCormick

The FCP has lots of events coming up. It's opened an official public-facing
space on Stangl Road during the hotel redevelopment. There's a board meeting
this Thursday and an open house at their new quarters on Saturday, 2 a.m.-1
p.m. Lots of calls are coming in about opening up businesses in Fliemington.

The Samuel Fleming House Museum and Gardens hosted an event on May 15,
and yoga continues on Tuesdays there.

Council Member Hand

The Environmental Commission met last week and discussed Sustainable Jersey
work to be done. She's working on animal-related items.

Community Garden - The Committee held a class at Tuccamirgan Park on May
16, and a meeting is coming up.

There's a corner pantry on Broad Sireet where people can take things they need
for free.

Council Member Johnston
Nothing to report.
Council Vice President Long

Planning Board meets tomorrow, to discuss the Spice Factory and continue the
public hearing on 91 Main plans and consider the site plans for the Premier
Outdoor Media sign on Route 202 north.

Police- There have been a number of assaults in the Borough. He's trying to get
talks going on mental heaith; anyone who's interested can email him. Regarding
incidents, he noted there have been some phone scams, and urged people to
double-check before giving out personal information over the phone or sending
money.

Council Member Runion

The Environmental Commission met last week with three members present.
They're developing an action plan for Sustainable Jersey items. They're gaining
points, but other points are expiring as well.

Regarding the cooperative pricing system energy supply resolution on tonight's
agenda, he said that passing the resolution doesn't lock the Borough in until the
bid takes place, and the upcoming agreement won't proceed if there's not at
least a 5% savings projected.

Ms. Tilly noted that Frank Gilmartin, a member of the Fire Department for 52
years, passed away.

a. Payroll service providers who use their own customized programming
process to execute disbursement for the Borough;

b. Payroll service providers who use a third-party to execute disbursements for
the Borough.

3. The appointment of a payroll service shall be pursuant to the Local Public Contracts
Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq., and shall require the contractor to do the following,
not by way of limitation; data collection, agency report preparation, calculation of
withholding, direct deposit of payroll disbursements, and/or transfer of Borough
funds to contractor’s account for subsequent disbursement of payment.

4. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby appointed the approval officer and is
responsible for authorizing and supervising the activities of the payroll service.

5. The payroll service is permitted to hold Borough funds pending transmittal to a
payee.

6. A payroll service must meet all of the following requirements:

a. Report any irregularities that may indicate potential fraud, noncompliance
with appropriate laws, dishonesty or gross incompetence on the part of
approval officer.

b. Report circumstances that could jeopardize its ability to continue operations
or otherwise interrupt the services provided to the Borough.

¢. Meet the requirements of N.J.A.C. 5:30-17.5, requiring that the approval
officer be assured that the servicer has its own internal contrels and
appropriately guard against theft and other adverse conditions.

d. All contracts entered into pursuant o these regulations and the laws
authorizing the same shall comply with the requirements of NJ.A.C. 5:30-
17.6, which sets out a series of mandatory contractual terms and conditions.

Bond Ordinance Providing for Improvements for the Sewer
Utility by and in the Borough of Flemington, in the County of
Hunterdon, State of New Jersey; Appropriating $250,000
Therefor and Authorizing the Issuance of $200,000 Bonds or
Notes of the Borough to Finance Part of the Cost Thereof

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH
OF FLEMINGTON, IN THE COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY (not
less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The improverhents or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond
ordinance are hereby authorized as a general improvements or purposes to be undertaken
by the Borough of Flemington, in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey (the
“Borough”). For the said improvements or purposes stated in Section 3, there is hereby
appropriated the sum of $250,000, which sum includes $50,000 as the amount of down
payment for said improvement or purpose required by the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A.
40A:2-1 et seq. (the “Local Bond Law”). Said down payment is now available therefor by
virtue of a provision or provisions in a previously adopted budget or budgets of the
Borough for down payment or for capital improvement purposes.

SECTION 2. For the financing of said improvements or purposes described in
Section 3 hereof and to meet the part of said $250,000 appropriation not provided for by
application hereunder of said down payment, negotiable bonds of the Borough are hereby
authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $200,000 pursuant to the Local Bond
Law. In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said
improvements or purposes, negotiable notes of the Borough in a principal amount not
exceeding $200,000 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the
limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

SECTION 3. (a) The improvements hereby authorized and purposes for the
financing of which said bonds or notes are to be issued are improvements for the Sewer
Utility including, but not limited to, acquisition of a non-passenger pick-up truck and a
backhoe, and assessment of sewer inflow and infiltration processes and alternatives at
various locations throughout the Borough and associated capital repairs and
improvements to the sewer systems associated therewith; and also including all
engineering and design work, surveying, construction planning, preparation of plans and
specifications, permits, bid documents, construction inspection and contract
administration, and all work, materials, equipment, labor and appurtenances necessary
therefor or incidental thereto.

(b)  The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for
said improvement or purpose is $200,000.
(c) The estimated cost of said improvement or purpose is $250,000, the

excess thereof over the said estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued
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therefor, being the amount of $50,000, is the down payment for said improvement or
purpose.

SECTION 4. [n the event the United States of America, the State of New Jersey,
the County of Hunterdon, and/or a private entity make a contribution or grant in aid to the
Borough, for the improvement and purpose authorized hereby and the same shall be
received by the Borough prior to the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section
2 hereof, then the amount of such bonds or notes to be issued shall be reduced by the
amount so received from the United States of America, the State of New Jersey, the
County of Hunterdon, and/or a private entity. In the event, however, that any amount so
contributed or granted by the United States of America, the State of New Jersey, the
County of Hunterdon and/or a private entity, shall be received by the Borough after the
issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then such funds shall be
applied to the payment of the bonds or notes so issued and shall be used for no other
purpose.

SECTION 5. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such
times as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer of the Borough, provided that
no note shall mature later than one (1) year from its date or otherwise authorized by the
Local Bond Law. The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as
may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer. The Chief Financial Officer shall
determine all matters in connection with the notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance,
and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer upon the notes shall be conclusive
evidence as to all such determinations. All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from
time to time in accordance with the provisions of the Local Bond Law. The Chief Financial
Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or
private sale and to deliver them to the purchaser thereof upon receipt of payment of the
purchase price and accrued interest thereon from their dates to the date of delivery
thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at
the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to
this bond ordinance is made. Such report must include the principal amount, the
description, the interest rate, and the maturity schedule of the notes so sold, the price
obtained and the name of the purchaser.

SECTION 6. The Capital Budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform
with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. In
the event of any such inconsistency, a resolution in the form promulgated by the Local
Finance Board showing full detail of the amended Capital Budget and capital programs as
approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, New Jersey
Department of Community Affairs will be on file in the office of the Clerk and will be
available for public inspection.

SECTION 7. The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared,
recited and stated:
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(a) The improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond
ordinance is not a current expense and is an improvement which the Borough may lawfully
undertake as a general improvement, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be
specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.

(b)  The average period of usefulness of said improvement or purpose
within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof
computed from the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 7.55
years.

(¢)  The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law
has been duly made and filed in the Office of the Clerk of the Borough and a complete
executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of
Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of Community Affairs, and such
statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is
increased by the authorization of the bonds or notes provided for in this bond ordinance by
$200,000 and the said bonds or notes authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all
debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

(d)  An aggregate amount not exceeding $60,000 for items of expense
listed in and permitted under section 20 of the Local Bond Law is included in the estimated
cost indicated herein for the purpose or improvement hereinbefore described.

SECTION 8. The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the
punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the bonds or notes authorized by
this bond ordinance. The bonds or notes shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the
Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable
real property within the Borough for the payment of the bonds or notes and the interest
thereon without limitation as to rate or amount.

SECTION 9. The Borough hereby declares the intent of the Borough to issue the
bonds or bond anticipation notes in the amount authorized in Section 2 of this bond
ordinance and to use proceeds to pay or reimburse expenditures for the costs of the
purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance. This Section 9 is a declaration
of intent within the meaning and for purposes of Treasury Regulations §1.150-2 or any
successor provisions of federal income tax law.

SECTION 10. The Borough Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to
prepare and to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document
to be distributed in connection with the sale of obligations of the Borough and to execute
such disclosure document on behalf of the Borough. The Borough Chief Financial
Officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate undertaking to provide
secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Borough pursuant to Rule 15¢2-12 of the
Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Rule”) for the benefit of holders and
beneficial owners of obligations of the Borough and to amend such undertaking from

time to time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof, provided
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such undertaking is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized bond
counsel, consistent with the requirements of the Rule. In the event that the Borough
fails to comply with its undertaking, the Borough shall not be liable for any monetary
damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific performance of the undertaking.

SECTION 11. The Borough covenants to maintain the exclusion from gross
income under section 103(a) of the Code of the interest on all bonds and notes issued
under this ordinance.

SECTION 12. This bond ordinance shali take effect twenty (20) days after the first

publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.
